MMaterial List:

&/ inch pine wood

A/ inch dowel rod

ASand paper

Arack rag

Ainsser 123 primer

AAcrylic water base craft paints
AVarathaneSpar Urethane
Crystal clear Varnish.




Cut the tulips and leaves out of 3/4 in. pine wood, and use the 1/4
In. dowel rod for the stems.

Sand the wood down so it is smooth and round the sides and the
corners smooth.

Use the tack rag to clean off the dust from the wood.

Then she uses Zinsser 123 primer and then paints them with
Acrylic water base craft paints like Folkart, Delta, or Apple Barrel.
She puts two or three coats of paint on the flowers and lets them
dry for 4 to 5 hours.

Between coats of paint she uses Varathane Spar Urethane
Crystal clear Varnish. She puts a total of three coats of this
Varnish over the flowers, stems, and leaves.

Let them dry 24 hours between coats of Varnish.

The Varnish protects the paints from fading and it also protects
your project from the different types of weather too.

She makes these into flowers to place on her families monuments
at the cemetery.

This first one is a glass totem Deb K. made for
a friend for her birthday.

She uses different vases, plates and such for
building up her totems.

She uses a GE Il glue to glue the pieces
together.

She finds a rod to fit her vase and drives the
rod into the ground and slip your glass totem
in place.

| had to try this craft and on the next page is my how-to.




This is my first attempt at the glass totems.

| used a glass vase, small plate and a mosaic
candle holder that | found at a local thrift store

| turned the vase upside down and glued the plate
to the vase. Then | glued the candle holder onto
the plate. The plate | turned upside down too.

| used Gorilla Glue but you have to be very careful
using it because it expands and turns a yellow.

So if you use to much it will show. The glue Deb
uses is clear when dry.

| then put some flowers in the glass
holder to add some color.
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This is the next one | tried.
The picture on the left is the materials | used in building it up.

Materials:
One white candle holder

Two plates

One mosaic candle holder

One little statue for the top.

Gorilla Glue/ Silicone Glue/GE Il Glue
Metal pipe/pvc pipe or Rebar
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This is another easy craft and makes a nice gift for a gardener.

Get a pair of garden gloves.

Stuff them with pillow stuffing and sew the tops close.

Then decorate with a beaded hangers or wire and add embellishments of your
choice.

On the ones | made, | added flowers and a metal butterfly.
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This is another easy craft project.

You can use scrapbook papers or wallpaper to decorate lots of things.

The wooden box that | found at a garage sale | decoupaged scrapbook paper
on the top with Decoupage Finish by Plaid and added ribbon around the edge.
Put a couple coats of the finish on it then you can seal with a sealer if you wish.

This wood item was painted and looked bad, so |
used wallpaper and put it on the swan with

-~ decoupage finish and sealed. Pick up a few sheets
L of scrapbook paper and create a masterpiece.

Tip: You can use white glue that is watered down for your decoupage finish also.
